The Mission Statement for HEAT), also known as the Homeless Education Action
Team is:

To provide a known, safe, and stable living environment—iwhich will provide refer
rals—for unaccompanied Rock County Youth.

Homeless children are families living with other families. They are doubled up
without adequate space for those living there. There are currently 166 families in
the Janesville School District who are doubled up, live in emergency shelters or
motels, or are foster care students.

The national figure for children living on the streets in America is 1.3 million. This
has been growing steady since 2004. Children usually leave or are kicked out due
to sexual abuse or drug and alcohol abuse.

The Janesville School District has 360 homeless students. The breakdown is: 83
unaccompanied youth; 7 runaways; 124 are homeless students in high school with
90 of those in grades eleven or twelve. In the Janesville School District’s first se-
mester, there were 241 homeless students with a breakdown of: 52 unaccompa-
nied youth; 1 runaway; 7 throwaways; 22 without parent or guardian; and 32 not in
the physical custody of a parent or guardian.

Some of the reasons in Janesville’s School District for youth homelessness is ne-
glect, abuse, substance abuse, pregnancy, sexual orientation of the child, economic
problems, and residential instability.

There are several resources in Rock County for the homeless including the Beloit

Road House, Salvation Army, Twin Oak’s Shelter, LSS Rays, and Rock County
Human Services.

HEAT has been in existence almost 2 years now. The following are different pro-
grams that could help the homeless children: The Basic Center serves ages 12-18
years, is short-term to 30 days, and has 24/7 staff supervision. Janesville cannot
pursue this yet as it is expensive and grants are highly competitive. Transitional
Living is for 16-21 year olds, for longer terms such as 6 to 18 months. It costs
$250,000, which makes this another option currently out of reach of the district.
Again, grants are competitive at the federal level. Host Homes are for 12-21 year
olds. This option uses the community to open their homes to homeless.
